SAMSUNG (entries from each states’ Boys State and Girls State program) – one $10,000 scholarship awarded in each of the five divisions.
LEGACY (apply on-line) – Up to $20,000.
AMERICAN LEGION BASEBALL (chosen from the Department entries) – 1st place, $5,000; 2nd place, $2,000.
AMERICAN LEGION EAGLE SCOUT (chosen from the Department entries) – 1st place, $10,000; 2nd place, $2,000.
AMERICAN LEGION SHOOTING SPORTS CONTEST (two categories) – Precision Shooting 1st place, $5,000; Sport Shooting 1st place, $5,000; 2nd place finishers each earn $1,000.
